“Splish, splash, I was taking a bath . . . “do you remember Bobby Darin’s 1958 golden oldie?  Well, that’s almost how we started our year at Diocese House!  On our way into chapel for Morning Prayer in early January, we found a major water leak in the basement.  It took two days, much mess and several large holes in our newly painted walls for the plumbers to find and repair the two burst cold water copper pipes.  They assured us they would be back unless we installed insulation in the 78 year old exterior walls as soon as possible.

A local energy contractor team did a thorough investigation, confirming that we had no insulation in any exterior wall and only minimum insulation in the attic.  We applied for, and received a $10,000 Faber Fund grant to cover the costs of the winning bidder, BMC West, to install insulation to code.  They completed their very messy work on 1 June leaving behind literally hundreds of three inch diameter holes – it looked like a huge flock of swallows had taken up residence! BMC’s final bill was $4,399.  Concurrently, I had spoken to the rebate officer at NorthWestern Energy about applying for an energy rebate.  We soon received one of the first NorthWestern Energy commercial rebates:  $1,791.50, for a final installed cost of $2,607.50; a real bargain, one that will be quickly appreciated by all of us, and amortized in lower utility bills this winter.

Unfortunately, after the contractors left, we had to endure yet another round of complete interior house painting – the last coat went on in the summer of 2008.  I told the Diocese Council I would happily take care of the painting as our share of the sweat equity in the project; they apparently didn’t think much of my abilities and quickly shot me down in flames   They unanimously agreed that I should have the painting done professionally and even gave us a reasonably open ended budget to get it done.  I contracted with a St. Peter’s parishioner to do the work; as part of the contract, we had to vacate Diocese House for several weeks so we wouldn’t be in the contractor’s way.  Unfortunately, the contractor was unable to finish the two bathrooms; otherwise he did a very professional job going above and beyond in several instances.  I found another contractor to patch and paint the bathrooms.  As an incentive to volunteer for the events, we had agreed to allow the adult chaperons for the youth lock-ins at St. Peter’s to use our bathrooms.  St. Peter’s ECW generously provided the funds - both bathrooms are now fully restored and operational, resplendent in their purple painted majesty 

Clergy Conference was upon us all too soon in the spring, May 5-7; I was very glad to be at Camp Marshall assisting Julie in the kitchen – had lots of fun, and all the clergy went home restored in spirit and body so the food couldn’t have been too bad. I stayed in the kitchen for the weekend to help Julie with a large political group – didn’t need to twist my arm too much to stay at Camp 

[image: ]On July 25, I was dispatched to Billings as the chaperon of last resort for the inaugural Camp Marshall bus for the Senior High campers.  The plan was to rent a school bus with driver, have an early start at St. Luke’s and work our way west picking up campers in Bozeman, Butte and Helena.  The journey to Camp was long but uneventful; being on a bus with a bunch of highly charged teenagers was a lot of fun and very insightful – I never cease to be amazed at the maturity and emerging wisdom of so many of our youth.  The week at Camp was also highly energetic – well, duh!  I was initially in charge of rounding up youth to take care of Morning Prayer – they quickly took responsibility for themselves and did a refreshingly good job throughout the week.  The priests for the week were Linda McCloud and Jacob Knee – this was the first experience for both of them – their eyes were opened!  The week passed all too quickly and it was time to get back on the bus.  We left on time, but that was the only thing that happened on time that day (or the next, for that matter).  Road construction caused the first delays; we stopped for diesel in Drummond and noticed a stream of oil coming out of the engine.  Per instructions from Billings, we limped along as best we could, but only got as far as the Gold Creek exit before the engine finally died.  We coasted into the shade and waited for help to arrive.  I won’t go into the rest of the looong story, suffice to say the calming grace of the Holy Spirit was definitely among us; I was deeply impressed with the patience and stoicism of all the teenagers, not a single one of them got upset or complained, they all maintained a remarkably positive and cheerful attitude.

Next on the horizon was our 106th diocesan convention in Missoula (wow!! One hundred and six conventions!)  This one was hosted by a highly competent group from the Holy Spirit parish; their meticulous attention to detail was a wonder to behold, especially because Bishop Katharine graced us with her presence.  Glitches were minor, few and far between; all participants reportedly had an enjoyable convention.  

This is hearsay, because I didn’t attend this convention – I was busy with final arrangements for my departure on a five week mission to Guatemala to teach English as Second Language; my successful event has been duly reported elsewhere such as sojourner09.blogspot.com.  

[image: ]Returning to Helena in early November was very challenging; I reluctantly came back physically on schedule but otherwise I am only now re-engaging with this culture thanks to wise counsel from a former Africa missionary.  My experiences in La Esperanza wrought many changes in my life, in my values, and particularly how I believe in my Creator.  I can scarcely wait to see where He will send me next 

What’s on the horizon for 2010?  We continue to evolve our annual workshop offerings to you; next year, St. Peter’s will host one workshop in April and St. Stephen’s, Billings will host one in September.  I am particularly excited by our theme: ‘B2B - Back to Basics’.  The gatherings will help us re-connect with each other by focusing on our God stories in small groups and an intentionally non-threatening, confidential environment; what the Second Commandment means to us; how we handle conflict in a variety of situations; sharing ideas on rebuilding and sustaining our faith based communities that first drew us together.  I would also relish the opportunity to reflect on Sir Francis Drake’s 1577 challenging prayer:












Disturb us Lord

"Disturb us, Lord, when we are too well pleased with ourselves,
When our dreams have come true because we have dreamed too little,
When we arrived safely because we sailed too close to the shore.
Disturb us, Lord, when with the abundance of things we possess
We have lost our thirst for the waters of life;
Having fallen in love with life, we have ceased to dream of eternity
And in our efforts to build a new earth,
We have allowed our vision of the new Heaven to dim.
Disturb us, Lord, to dare more boldly, to venture on wider seas
Where storms will show your mastery;
Where losing sight of land, we shall find the stars.
We ask You to push back the horizons of our hopes;
And to push into the future in strength, courage, hope and love."




Our 107th diocesan convention will be hosted by the very able folks at St. James’ in Bozeman.  And, by the way, the 108th convention in 2011 will be hosted by our congregation at All Saints’ in Big Sky – a huge undertaking for this lively little congregation.

In Diocese House, the only significant maintenance will be some long overdue exterior painting (I hope the Council won’t get too upset with me when I do it  ), and there’s a pesky hole in the cement foundation wall that leaks water under heavy conditions that really must be fixed.

Closing on a not-so-happy note, 2009 marked the demise of the diocesan newsletter, the e-Vangel.  Why?  Generally, it was a monthly struggle to find something to put in it, becoming far more of a liability than an asset.  The last issue was June 2009 – since then, only one person enquired as to the newsletter’s status.

In October, I coordinated a meeting with the Episcopal Church Medical Trust to help clergy and lay staffs in the diocese better understand their insurance options. 

Performing Church Audits:

Finance Department members are available to help with church audits.  I worked with Beth Baker, Ginnie Lane and Martha Winford on various audits in 2009.  They are as follows:
In January, Martha Winford and I audited the books in St. John’s in Butte. 
In April, Martha Winford and I performed the audit for St. Peter’s Cathedral.
In August, Ginnie Lane and I performed audits for Incarnation in Great Falls.
In August, Beth Baker and I performed the audit for St. John’s in Townsend.

This year, I offered to personally purchase a malaria net through Episcopal Relief and Development for every congregation who submitted their audit by September 1.  We received 31 audits in on time which is our best ever, but we still did not meet the goal.

Goals for 2010:

To receive ALL audits for 2009 by September 1, 2010. 
Provide an audit training day to help ensure audit compliance.
Host a workshop for Episcopal Relief and Development Parish Representatives.

I am thankful to continue to serve the bishop and people of the diocese.

The Rev. Canon Maurice Champion-Garthe

2009 was a busy year, interspersed with a lot of “hurry up and wait”.  This was especially true of my work as the Transition Ministry (Deployment) Officer of the diocese.  The process involves the Bishop and I visiting with the vestry of a parish facing a vacancy, then my return to go over the Canons and search process with the vestry and the search committee, and then meeting with the whole parish to discern the ministry needs for the next several years, and the skills of a new priest needed to help the parish move forward in their ministry with the priest.  When that process is complete, and the parish has a clear idea of how they will finance a priest, I send in the material to the national Transition Ministries Office in New York City.  This profile of the parish then becomes available to all the clerics in the nation.

We have quite a number of openings right now.  I worked with Libby and Troy early in the year to help them discern the needs of their respective parishes, plus the responsibilities and skills of a new priest.  Later in the year, I did the same with Kalispell, (I have already turned in the computer work for these three places), and Hamilton and Stevensville.

I continued to work with the Elkhorn Cluster (Nativity, Helena; St. John’s, Townsend; Grace Fellowship, White Sulfur Springs) to help them find a new priest for that cluster.  Other places that are open include the Lower Yellowstone Cluster (Forsyth, Miles City, Glendive, for whom we are trying to find the resources to search for a priest), as well as for Havre and Fort Benton.  Meanwhile, the Very Rev. Stephen Brehe has announced his retirement as of January 31, 2010, and the Rev.  Jane Shipp has retired from St. James, Dillon.  I am currently working with both those places—at various points in their respective searches, as outlined above.

One of my real joys this past year has been teaching in the diocesan School for Deacons.  I taught the Old Testament segment in the fall of 2008, and this year I taught New Testament and Early and Medieval Church History.  I encourage clergy and parishes to approach prayerfully people in their respective congregations whom you think may have a call to this important ministry.  

While on the subject, one of my other functions is to shepherd aspirants, postulants, and candidates through the ordination process to ordination.  There are many steps, each involving a certain amount of paperwork.  In this, I have worked with the four postulants and candidates for a vocation as deacons, and one who was recently ordained to the transitional diaconate.  Also, I was delighted to move forward the paperwork of two deacons, Robyn Barnes and Jed Fox, to be ordained as priests.

One of the other duties I have is to keep the files on whom in the parishes and at camp have had a background check, clearing the way for people to work with children and youth.  (This is required of all people who work even occasionally with children and youth).  Another aspect of this work is that I also have organized, or been the contact person, to make sure that people working in this capacity have the Safeguarding God’s Children and review of our Model Policies and Procedures training.  I keep files on those who turn in copies of their certificates of completion, and hold them for the three years until the training must be renewed.  Believe me I have one very full file drawer!

I have other sundry duties, such as examining checks and accounts, serving as a co-signatory on all checks that are processed through the diocesan office.  This one really keeps me on my toes.  Another process in which I am involved is that of working on a committee for revision of the diocesan Canons, making sure that our Canons are in accord with the Canons of General Convention which meets every three years.  We are also trying to streamline our existing Canons, and to examine ways to upgrade them.  One of the major slanders by the group has been to accuse me of having a legal mind, and encouraging me to consider law school—I hope in jest.

Facility Report:
Shower House:  In 2009 the boys shower house was re-modeled with two separate entrances.  This makes it possible to have a boy’s and a girl’s entrance which will help with rental groups, and our ability to use the camp in a variety of different ways during our summer season.  Many thanks to Matt and Julie Sisler who took on this project.  The project involved many hands of volunteers and donations of material and tools to make this all come together.  

Bathroom under Brewer Lodge: Work continues under the lodge with the re-model of the bathroom getting much closer to completion.  A second entrance was installed, the shower and walls completed with the tile work completed in the spring of 2009.  This project should be completed by the spring of 2010.

Plans for the replacement drain field:  On September 3rd 2009 the Department of Environmental Quality approved the plans for the new drain field which were drawn by West Central Environmental Consultants.  The project was then placed in a bid process which provided us with the necessary information we needed to begin fund raising.  In all, the estimated cost of the complete project, which includes; engineering, miscellaneous expenses, and electrical came to $96,079.00.

The scope of the project includes; replacement of three existing drain fields; one located by Canterbury Lodge, the second at the girls shower house and the third which serves the site managers house.  In conjunction with this construction, a second trench will be created to accommodate a new fresh water supply line at the staff house which will be extended to the site manager’s home across the road.  By the end of 2009 we only needed to raise an additional $55,254 to complete the project.  Efforts to raise this money will continue in the 2010 Celebrate Camp Marshall Campaign.

Agreement with Wild Horse Island Association: On November 1 of 2009 an agreement was signed between the Wild Horse Island Lot/Dock Owners Association, and Camp Marshall defining the permissive use of Camp property.  A copy of this document and related map is attached as Appendices A and B. 

2009 Enrollments:  Camp Use shot up from 2008 use of 378 users to 540 persons served in 2009.  This was in large part due to our Day Camps which expanded from two program weeks serving 28 to six program weeks serving 94.  In 2009 we also added Alumni weekend back to the schedule & saw a large increase in those who attended the women’s weekend.  In short 2009 was a boom year. 

Camp Marshall Ambassadors:  The goal in the Diocese of Montana was to have a “Camp Marshall Ambassador” in every congregation to help educate our members about the ministry of our camp.  Below are the specific goals which were set in 2009 with our outcomes.  

Time:  The goal in 2009 was to have 5,500 hours of volunteer labor for the camp.  This could include serving as a counselor, laborer, cook, prayer support, advertising etc… we managed to track approximately 3,700 hours of volunteer time.  Our ability to measure this effort was limited to those hours which Julie Sisler, our Site Manager, and I were able to document.  It is quite possible – that in different areas of the diocese many more volunteer hours and efforts which occurred.  It has been exciting to see so many people give so selflessly to the ministry of Camp Marshall.  

Talent:   In 2009 we sought the support of quilters, laborers, counselors, builders, carpenters, prayer support, advertising support & fund raising support.  In short, we were blessed with people gifted in these skills.  Some of this is very tangible, examples of this include (but are not limited to), over 50 quilts came to camp for our Grace Camp program, skilled carpenters/contractors showed up and gave a hand in a number of projects around the camp – and well over 30 people volunteered to serve as counselors, nurses, day camp staff which made our program possible.  

Treasure: Our goal in 2009 was to raise $150,000.00 for Camp – In summary, we successfully raised $64,149.83.  While we did not complete our goals the funds we raised made it possible for us to run all of our ministries which were set for the summer.  Our shortfall was tied primarily to the planned replacement of the drain field.  Here we were able to move funds into a designated fund in 2010.

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Minutes of the 106th Annual Convention

The 106th Annual Convention of the Episcopal Diocese of Montana commenced Friday, September 25, 2009 with Opening Eucharist at 7 p.m. at Holy Spirit Parish, 130 South Sixth Street East in Missoula. 

The Rt. Rev. C. Franklin Brookhart, Bishop of the Diocese of Montana, called the business session to order at 8:30 p.m.   The Rev. Steve Oreskovich, Convention Chaplain, offered the opening prayer.   

Welcome.    Bishop Brookhart welcomed everyone to Convention, especially the Presiding Bishop of the Episcopal Church, the Most Rev. Katharine Jefferts Schori, and her husband.  The Rev. Steve Oreskovich was introduced as Rector of Holy Spirit Parish, the host congregation.  Bishop Brookhart next introduced his wife, Sue.  Elke Scholl was introduced as the Host Chair, who presented a few housekeeping announcements to the Convention delegation.   

Credentials Committee.  Sandy Williams, Credentials Committee chairperson announced that of a possible 32 clergy, 27 were registered and in attendance, and of a possible 122 lay delegates, 84 had registered and were in attendance.   Bishop Brookhart stated a quorum was present and the business of the Convention could proceed.

Election of Diocesan Secretary and Treasurer.  Bishop Brookhart reported Gayle G. Archey was nominated for Diocesan Secretary.  There being no further nominations, upon motion duly made and seconded, it was unanimously approved to accept the nomination as presented.  By motion duly made and seconded, Gayle G. Archey was elected by acclamation to serve as Diocesan Secretary until the 2010 Annual Convention.   Bishop Brookhart reported Beth Baker was nominated for Diocesan Treasurer. 

There being no further nominations, upon motion duly made and seconded, it was unanimously approved to accept the nomination as presented.  By motion duly made and seconded, Beth Baker was elected by acclamation to serve as Diocesan Treasurer until the 2010 Annual Convention.

Appointments to Diocesan Convention Committees.  Bishop Brookhart announced those individuals serving on committees during the 106th Diocesan Convention:

Resolutions Committee: The Rev. Jane Schmoetzer (Chair), the Rev. Canon Bradley Wirth, Ted Lovec, and Martha Winford. 
Legislation Committee: The Rev. Jane Shipp (Chair), Cliff Shipp, Tom Todd, and the Rev. Pattiann Bennett.
Parliamentarian: Charlie Briggs.

Committee on Legislation.  The Rev. Jane Shipp, Chair of the Legislation Committee announced the Committee received no proposed legislation for presentation at Convention. 

Committee on Nominations.  The Rev. Michael Fay, Chair of the Nominations Committee announced that elections will be held Saturday to fill the following vacancies: 

Diocesan Council: 2 clergy positions and 2 lay positions (3-year terms);
Standing Committee: 1 clergy position and 1 lay position (3-year terms); 
Foundation Board of Trustees: 2 clergy positions (4-year terms).

Committee on Resolutions.  Committee on Resolutions Chair, the Rev. Jane Schmoetzer, announced no resolutions had been received for presentation by the 60 day pre-Convention deadline.  However, one resolution dealing with health care reform was received after the deadline.  Jane stated the Convention delegation will vote to determine if this late resolution can be considered at Convention. 
 
Introductions.  Bishop Brookhart introduced the Rev. Judy Anderson, the United Thank Offering (UTO) Coordinator for the Diocese.  Also introduced were Barb Hagen, the Episcopal Relief and Development (ERD) Coordinator for Province VI and for the Diocese of Montana.  Barb announced to date, the Diocese of Montana has raised over $32,000 for ERD.  Further, Barb stated the Diocese was challenged a few months ago to raise $4,000 for ERD; the Diocese far exceeded this challenge by raising $8,000.  Jamie Sherman was introduced as the Diocesan Chair for Godly Play.
   
Designation of Plate Offerings during Convention.  It was announced that plate offerings received during the Eucharist services throughout Convention will be split one-half to Camp Marshall, and one-half to Episcopal Relief and Development (ERD).

Diocesan School for Deacons.  The Ven. Roxanne Klingensmith gave an update on the Diocesan School for Deacons.  Roxanne stated the goal of the School is to have a Deacon in every parish throughout the Diocese of Montana.  

Adjournment of Friday Business Session.  Bishop Brookhart adjourned the business session with prayer at 9:00 p.m.  A reception held in Holy Spirit’s Parish Hall immediately followed.

Convention Reconvened Saturday Morning.  The Convention reconvened with a Healing Eucharist on Saturday, September 26 at 8:00 a.m.

Mini-Versity Presentations.  Four Mini-Versity presentations were offered to Convention delegates Saturday from 9:30 to 11:30 a.m. The Mini-Versity presentations included:

A Habitat for Humanity Tour:  Build Louder!  Decent Housing Changes Lives & Communities.
Love Thy Neighbor: A Look At the New Faces of Poverty.
This Fragile Earth; Our Island Home:  Finding Ways to Live More Sustainably.
The Closer We Look, The More Alike We Are: Learning How Montana’s Togendowagan Society Blends Native American & Episcopal Spiritual Traditions in Worship.

Convention Reconvened at 1:30 p.m.  Convention reconvened with Bishop Brookhart calling the business session to order at 1:30 p.m., and prayer lead by the Rev. Steve Oreskovich.  Bishop Brookhart introduced the Chancellor of the Diocese, Jim Shuler; and the Parliamentarian of the Diocese, Charlie Briggs.

Holy Cross Church, Billings.  As Holy Cross is a newly formed mission in Billings, the Missioner, the Rev. Linda McCloud, requested Bob Cummings and Robyn Cummings, two delegates from Holy Cross, be given voice and vote at this 106th Diocesan Convention.  Upon motion duly made and seconded, the motion was approved.

Record of Bishop Brookhart’s Official Acts.  Bishop Brookhart announced a record of all his official acts during the past year (Ordinations, Baptisms, Confirmations, Visitations, etc.) are listed in the Diocesan record book which will be available for review throughout the Convention weekend.

Bishop Brookhart’s Address.  The Bishop presented his annual address to the Convention delegation.  

Diocesan Council Nominations.  Committee on Nominations Chairperson, the Rev. Mike Fay, announced the nominations for Diocesan Council.  Mike indicated the need to fill four positions, two clergy and two lay, each for three year terms.  The Rev. George Walter and the Rev. Tim Ljunggren were nominated in the clergy order.  Bob Cummings, Dillon Warn and Louis Bowne were nominated in the lay order.   There being no further nominations, upon motion duly made, seconded and unanimously approved, the nominations were closed.  Upon motion duly made and seconded, the Rev. George Walter and the Rev. Tim Ljunggren were elected by acclamation.  
 		
Standing Committee Nominations.   Mike Fay announced the nominations for Standing Committee.  Mike indicated the need to fill 2 positions each for 3-year terms, 1 clergy and 1 lay.  The Rev. Canon Bradley Wirth and The Rev. Jacob Knee were nominated in the clergy order, and R. D. “Dutch” Brewer, Kenneth Zahn, Sandy Williams and Joanne Taylor were nominated in the lay order.  There being no further nominations, upon motion duly made, seconded, and unanimously approved, the nominations were closed. 

Diocesan Foundation Board of Trustees.  The Rev. Mike Fay announced the nominations for Board of Trustees of the Episcopal Diocese of Montana Foundation.  Mike indicated the need to fill two positions in the clergy order, each for four year terms.  The Rev. Canon Joe Scheeler and the Rev. J. Elton Smith were nominated.  There being no further nominations, upon motion duly made, seconded and unanimously approved, the nominations were closed.  Upon motion duly made and seconded, the Rev. Canon Joe Scheeler and the Rev. J. Elton Smith were elected by acclamation.  

Results of Election for Diocesan Council.  Mike Fay announced Bob Cummings and Louis Bowne were elected to Council, each to serve a three year term. 

Results of Election for Standing Committee.  Mike Fay announced the results of the Standing Committee election.  Joanne Taylor and The Rev. Canon Bradley Wirth were elected, each to serve a three year term. 

Presentation of 2010 Budget.  Diocesan Treasurer, Beth Baker, presented the proposed 2010 operating budget for the Episcopal Diocese of Montana.  Beth noted the following with respect to the 2010 budget:
The assessment rate for the proposed 2010 budget remains at 18.5%.
The budget contains a 3% raise for Diocesan staff.
The budget contains no money for assisted congregations.
No investment funds are used to balance the budget.  

Beth entertained a motion to bring the proposed 2010 budget before Convention. The motion was made, seconded and approved.  Following a brief discussion, a motion was duly made and seconded to receive the 2010 operating budget for the Diocese of Montana.  The motion was approved by a majority vote of the Convention delegation. 

Thanks to Committee Members.  Bishop Brookhart offered his thanks to those individuals who have served on various Diocesan boards, commissions, committees and councils, and whose terms of service are now expiring.

Diocesan Council: Jerry Asleson, the Rev. Jean Collins, Donna Gleaves and the Rev. J. Elton Smith.
Finance Department: Ginnie Lane, Carl Thomas and Kathy Thomas.

Camp Marshall.  Dave Campbell, Camp Director, stated the 2009 camping season was a success and Camp continues to be a positive experience in the lives of many young people.  Dave said attendance is increasing every year and Camp Marshall is growing.  Dave stated for the fourth consecutive year, Camp Marshall hosted Grace Camp, a camping experience specifically designed for children of incarcerated parents.

School for Deacons.  The Ven. Roxanne Klingensmith (Archdeacon) gave an update on the School for Deacons.  Deacons currently serving in the Diocese are: Myrna Chaney (Dean of the School), Doug Anderson, Judith Anderson, John Board, Rick Johnson, John Moran and Cynthia Seddon.  Individuals currently enrolled in the School are: Donna Gleaves, Mary Alice Jones, Duane Leach and Martha Winford.  Roxanne challenged the Convention delegates to search within their congregations for individuals to join the Deaconate program.  The goal of the School for Deacons is to have a deacon in every parish throughout the Diocese. 

Update on Diocesan Programs.  The Rev. Canon Maurice “Mo” Champion-Garthe spoke about the Safeguarding God’s Children program whereby all individuals working with children in the parishes must have a background check and receive training with respect to giving appropriate affection to children.  Canon Mo announced there are currently 75-100 individuals in the Diocese who have completed the program.   Additionally, Canon Mo stated Anti-Racism training continues to be offered within the Diocese, with the next one day training session being October 17, 2009 at St. John’s Church in Butte. 

Printed Annual Reports.  Upon motion duly made and seconded, it was unanimously agreed to accept the 2008 Annual Report of the Diocese.  

Core Values of the Episcopal Diocese of Montana.  On behalf of the Standing Committee, Scott Jourdonnais presented the five Core Values of the Diocese, together with the elements of being an adult member of the Diocese of Montana.  

Core Values:   
Commitment to Christ and the Church.
Enthusiasm for the Mission of one’s congregation and for the Vision and Mission of the Diocese.
Compassionate action in the world for the sake of Christ.
Obedience, discipline and responsibility in our common life.  We play by the rules, and take responsibility for what we say and do.
Scripture is the standard of our life together.  

Being an Adult Member of the Diocese:
I will be faithful in attendance at Holy Eucharist, knowing that communing once per week is the minimal norm.
I will pray daily for the church catholic, the diocese, the bishop, my congregation, my vestry, and my priest as part of my daily discipline of prayer.
I will give generously of my income time, talent and treasures for the work of Christ through the Church, knowing that the tithe (10% of one’s income), is the norm.
I will analyze my talents and interests so that I can develop a personal ministry both outside and inside the church.
I will speak well of my congregation, priest, bishop, and The Episcopal Church in public.
I will analyze my life journey so that I am aware of and can tell the story of God’s gracious action in my life.
If I am in conflict with another member, I will seek reconciliation by speaking directly and privately with that person, avoiding the appearance of gossip and triangulation.
I will seek to grow in my relationship with our Lord and in my knowledge of scripture, prayer, theology, the Prayer Book, and the sacraments.
I will support my priest and bishop by prayer and by interpreting their words and actions in a charitable way.
I will invite others to church and share my God story with them. 

Committee on Resolutions.  Committee on Resolutions Chairperson, the Rev. Jane Schmoetzer, announced that no resolutions were received for presentation prior to the 60 day pre-Convention deadline.  There was, however, one resolution received after the deadline with respect to health care reform.  Bishop Brookhart declared it a timely resolution, allowing the resolution to be presented to the Convention delegation without a two-thirds majority vote.   Following discussion, upon motion duly made and seconded, the following resolution, as amended, was approved by a majority vote: 

Whereas, the current discussion concerning health care reform is in danger of obscuring the true problem that many of God’s children are suffering and will suffer for lack of adequate health care; 

Be It Resolved, that the 106th Convention of the Diocese of Montana: 
	
Affirms the right of all of God’s children to receive the necessary health care that preserves the body and thereby provides opportunity for nourishment of the sole; and

Commits itself as a Diocese and as individual members of the Diocese to be Christ-like advocates speaking for those who have neither power nor voice to affect the reform. 

The Presiding Bishop Speaks to Convention.  The Most Rev. Katharine Jefferts Schori, Presiding Bishop of the Episcopal Church, spoke to the Convention delegates regarding decisions and developments from the General Convention held this past summer in California, and answered questions from the delegates.  

Diocesan Convention 2010.  Kenneth Zahn announced the 107th Annual Convention of the Episcopal Diocese of Montana will be held in Bozeman, hosted by St. James’ Church, on October 1, 2, & 3, 2010.  

Diocesan Convention 2011.  ELCA Pastor Darius Larsen, the Pastor-In-Charge of All Saints Episcopal Church in Big Sky, together with Laura Sauke, extended an invitation to the Episcopal Diocese of Montana to attend the 108th Annual Convention in Big Sky in the fall of 2011.   

Courtesy Resolutions.   Members of the Resolutions Committee, the Rev. Jane Schmoetzer, Ted Lovec, the Rev. Canon Bradley Wirth and Martha Winford submitted the following courtesy resolutions for inclusion in the Minutes of the 106th Annual Diocesan Convention:

But I know I must do it.  When I visit the doctor, the inevitable questions are: do you exercise, what do you do, how much time to you spend?  He and I both know that I have to push my body a little bit, that I need to move and pull and stretch.  Without that, my health will decline and I will begin to deteriorate.  We can all be firm about this: we need to stretch.

This applies to our relationship with God and with our sisters and brothers in Christ. We need to stretch.  We need to push ourselves.  We need to sweat.  Yes, I know, because people tell me all the time that religion should be about peace and comfort and consolation and rest.  They tell me, hoping that I will agree and validate this view.  Well, of course, there is peace and comfort in the biblical religion, but it always goes hand-in-hand with stretching and challenging.  That’s the way it is in the Reign of God.  Just read the gospels; it is clear that Jesus was, shall we say, pesky, always pushing it, always asking his followers to go further, always poking and prodding.  

All of this applies to our diocese.  I want to spend just a few minutes talking about three areas where I believe we need to stretch, to be poked and prodded, and then I will move on to something else.  So here we go.  First, we continue to be bothered by money issues.  My very first convention address was about this, despite the fact that no one should begin an episcopate pushing the cash button during a convention; that is politically stupid.  And I think I have mentioned it in every address since, and I do that because it is a sticking point, a neuralgic spot, something we hate to address.

People often tell me that we are poor in this diocese, that people are giving the best they can, that we really can’t ask people to raise their giving.  Frankly, I just don’t see it.  None of the figures I read indicate that we are exceptionally poor---although there are poor among us---or that we are overtaxed or that we are excessively and dangerously generous.  On your way home, just look.  How many slums do you go through?  How many people are without shoes or food?  Then count the number of RV’s, boats, ATV’s, campers, and other toys you see.  We here: we came in our cars, we will go home to comfortable houses, we had a choice about what we had for lunch, and we have disposable income.  This is an area in which we need to prod ourselves.  We need to talk about generosity, about the staggeringly abundant blessings God has given us, about tithing, about what our Lord has done for us.  Let’s move beyond poor-mouth to the place where we can say and mean it, that God loves a cheerful giver.

Second, we need to get a clear image of mission and ministry.  I hear hints too often that all we need to do is have a priest and open the church doors on Sunday.  Of course, Sunday Eucharist is central to whom we are and what we do, but mission, too, is central to who we are and what we do.  Mission is the fact that the Lord of the church sends us out of the church to be his eyes and ears, hands and feet in the world.  Remember the Risen Christ’s last word to his disciples in Matthew’s gospel:  Go.  That’s mission.  We are to go, because we have been sent.  This is not an optional thing; it is the command of the One we serve.  Ministry is how we use the gifts and talents, the interests and skills that we have been given how we use them to serve the Risen Christ.  The church has a mission, the diocese has a mission, your congregation has a mission, and you have a mission.  Doing your share in that mission is your ministry.  Remember what it is that the deacon proclaims at the end of the Mass?  Go in peace to love and serve the Lord.

We have not been promised that this will be easy, or that it will not cost much, or that we can just fit it in among the other affairs of our life.  We need just to drop those illusions.  It will require much from each of us.  The title of that old devotional classic says it: My Upmost for the Highest.  Or listen to this section of a collect from Morning Prayer: mercifully grant that we, walking in the way of the cross, may find it none other than the way of life and peace.    When we give ourselves away in the work of our Savior, life is returned to us made new and transformed into something grand and good.

Third, we need to be very, very careful in our relationship with Jesus Christ.  Classic Christian spirituality has an exercise that is strongly advocated; it is called the examen.  The spiritual masters say we are often and honestly to evaluate our relationship with Christ, the church, each other.  I think they all boil down to this simple question: do you love Jesus?  Do you?  Who is Jesus to you?  Are you willing to turn over your life and the life of the church to him?  It seems to me that if we get this straight all the rest falls into place.  Do you know that “Jesus loves me” has more than one verse?  Our kids have been singing this verse all summer at camp: 
		
Do you love Him, does He know?
		Have you ever told Him so?
		Jesus loves to hear us say,
		That we love Him every day. 			 

I had a conversation recently with one of our priests, and I had to admit that I need to exercise in order to have the energy to get through the day.  The stretching and sweating and pushing leads to good results.  Exercise leads to life for me.  That is the other side of the exercise equation.

So, too, in our life as the one, holy, catholic, and apostolic church, stretching leads to strength.   We have much to be encouraged about in our diocese.  Resurrection living is springing up all over the place. Let me talk about some of these.

First, nearly every one of our churches has at least one significant outreach ministry.  I think that is marvelous, a sign of our Lord’s active presence among us.  Lots of us have ways to feed the hungry and to cloth the poor, both basic things commanded by Jesus himself.  If we had the time, we could spend the rest of the afternoon simply swapping mission and ministry stories, and I am quite sure that it would take all afternoon to do this.  We are on the move as mission people.

Second, our numbers are beginning to get better.  For more than a decade we have been in decline in terms of members, but in the last several years those loss figures have been shrinking.  This year may be the year in which we show a net growth; if not this year, then next.  Now, I know that numbers can get to be overly important for us.  I know that God has God’s own arithmetic and that numbers in and of themselves are not that important.  But the numbers do indicate some trends.  They can be signs of life.  So it is that as individuals we want to know the blood pressure numbers, the weight numbers, and the cholesterol numbers; they are signs of our health.  Attendance numbers, giving numbers, baptism numbers can be signs of our health.

I am also aware that many of our churches have begun to grow in giving, in the percentage of people who give, in the amount given.  Again, the money per se is not the issue; but it is the money that funds the mission and ministry.  Your car does not run without gas; the church does not work without money.  I also note that people are beginning to be aware that giving involves time and energy, too.  A car needs oil as well as gas; time and energy are the oil of the church.  We are beginning to see that we can measure the depth of our love and commitment to Jesus by looking at our checkbooks and our calendars.  We are beginning to see the presence of generosity, which is one of the major gifts of the Holy Spirit.

I am proud of how hard many of you, the lay people and the clerics of this diocese, work.  There is, I sense, a level of commitment, a belief that what we do as church is vitally important.  I used to have a bishop who insisted that at every visitation and diocesan event we sing the hymn Ora Labora:
		Come, labor on.  Who dares stand idle
		On the harvest plain, while all around us
		Waves the golden grain?  And to each servant
		Does the Master say, “Go work today.”
Finally, we need to be encouraged because God is on our side.  God knows the struggles and difficulties in being the church.  God knows that much is asked of us to whom much has been given.  The good news of the resurrection is that God will go the limit to give us life and energy and new creation.  The good news of the resurrection is that nothing can stand in God’s way.  The good news of the resurrection is that we are the apple of God’s eye.  Some of the Reformation theologians said that the gospel can be summed up in two words: for us.  That is the way God is: for us.  That is the way God acts: for us.  If that is not good news, that the creator of all things visible and invisible is consumed with loving us, if that is not good news, I do not know what is.

In the diocesan house is an icon of that paradigmatic gospel episode, the Road to Emmaus.  Two disciples are walking down the road from Jerusalem to Emmaus on Easter evening.  They are worried and discouraged, because Jesus, in whom they had put such hope, had been executed on a cross.  The icon, in one corner, shows them on their journey, tired and despondent.  Along the way the Risen One joins the two disciples, although they do not recognize him.  They talk about the scriptures, and they invite him to supper.  At the breaking of the bread they recognize him as Jesus, now raised, and present with them.  This is the other part of the icon, the joy of the presence of the Risen One in the holy meal.

Both scenes in the icon are surrounded by gold.  In the language of icons, gold always represents the glory and the active presence of the divine.  That’s the point.  In discouragement we are surrounded by glory.  In moments of joy in the Lord, we are surrounded by glory.  When prodded and pressed, it is glory.  When we are able to carry out our ministry, it is glory.  Lord, show us your glory.

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Minutes of Diocesan Council Meeting
31 January, 2009
St. Peter’s Cathedral, Helena

The Council held its meeting via teleconference beginning at 10 a.m. on Saturday, 31 January 2009.

Attendance.  Council members present:  Bp Brookhart, Marva Hoard, Donna Gleaves, the Rev. Jean Collins, the Rev. Jane Schmoetzer, the Rev. Elton Smith, the Rev. Canon Clark Sherman, the Rev. Linda McCloud, the Rev. Karen Hall and Cindy Perry.
Council members absent:  Ed Myers, Britton Gray and Jerry Asleson.
Non-members participating in the call:  Barb Hagen, Beth Baker, Gayle Gallik Archey and David Campbell.

Call to Order.  Bishop Brookhart opened the conference call meeting with prayer.  With a quorum participating, the meeting was called to order.  The agenda was adopted.

OLD BUSINESS.

Minutes.  By motion duly made and seconded, the Minutes of the October 24, 2008 Diocesan Council meeting were approved as written.

Financial Reports.  Barb Hagen and Beth Baker presented the financial statements for the months of October, November and December 2008.  Upon motion duly made and seconded, the financial statements were approved as presented.

It was noted that investments continue to be down due to the stock market and economy.  Barb announced that Camp Marshall recently received two generous donations from anonymous donors:  $10,000 restricted and $40,000 unrestricted.  Barb Hagen announced that the accounting firm of Galusha, Higgins and Galusha will commence the Diocesan Audit in March.

Diocesan Audit Update.  Barb Hagen stated that she has contacted clergy from Incarnation, Great Falls, St. James’, Bozeman, and St. Mark’s, Big Timber, as they are behind on their audits.  Barb subsequently received Incarnation’s audit.  St. James’ will send their audit in soon, and St. Mark’s is in the works.  Additionally, Barb went to St. John’s, Butte recently to assist them in completing their audit.

Finance Department Minutes.  By motion duly made and seconded, Council acknowledged receipt of the September 12, 2008 and October 3, 2008 Finance meeting Minutes.

Bishop Fox Company Loan Repayment.  The Council discussed via email poll in November the loan repayment from the Bishop Fox Company to the Episcopacy Fund for the Billings land purchase.  By majority vote, the Council recommended using the $50,000 from the Bishop Fox Company for payment of the clergy pension bill for the fourth quarter of 2008 and other payroll expenses for assisted congregations.  The funds would not be reinvested into the Episcopacy Fund with RBC Wealth Management.  A journal entry showing a transfer from Faber Funds to Episcopacy Funds will be done to show the proper repayment of the Episcopacy Fund, but no actual funds will be drawn from the investments.  The normal monthly draw from the investments will not be made until the $50,000 has been spent.

Diocesan Convention Expenses and Policy for Remaining Funds.  Barb Hagen received a check from St. Luke’s, Billings in the amount of $4,327.72 which represents surplus money from the 2008 Diocesan Convention.  Upon motion duly made and seconded, it was agreed to forward the funds to Holy Spirit, Missoula to be used for expenses related to hosting the 2009 Diocesan Convention.  Additionally, upon motion duly made and seconded, a policy of forwarding excess monies to the host parish of next year’s Convention was unanimously adopted.

Funds for General Convention Deputies.  It was noted that in past years, $1,770 was given to each Deputy to General Convention to cover expenses related to attending the Convention.  A motion was made, seconded and unanimously approved to not send General Convention Deputies to the Provincial Synod in Minneapolis in June, but instead, use the money (set aside to pay Provincial Synod Meeting expenses) to supplement the money given to the Deputies to attend the General Convention in Anaheim, California in July.  $170 per person will be saved by not sending the Deputies to Minneapolis, and these additional monies will be added to the amount given to each Deputy to attend General Convention, bringing the total compensation for each deputy to $1,940.

NEW BUSINESS.

Housing Resolutions.  Upon motion duly made and seconded, the following housing Resolutions were unanimously approved:

 The Diocesan Council on January 31, 2009, after discussing the amount to be paid to the Rev. Canon Maurice Champion-Garthe as a parsonage allowance, on motion duly made and seconded, adopted the following Resolution:
Whereas, the Rev. Canon Maurice Champion-Garthe is employed as a minister of the Diocese of Montana, which does not provide a residence for him, the Council resolves that of the total compensation of $55,391.34 be paid to the Rev. Canon Maurice Champion-Garthe in 2009, that $28,800 are designated as a parsonage allowance within the meaning of that term as used in Section 107 of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986.

 The Diocesan Council on January 31, 2009, after discussing the amount to be paid to the Rev. Linda McCloud as a parsonage allowance, on motion duly made and seconded, adopted the following Resolution:
Whereas, the Rev. Linda McCloud is employed as a minister of the Gospel of Holy Cross Episcopal Church, Billings, in the Diocese of Montana which does not provide a residence for her, the Council resolves that of the total compensation of $61,200 to be paid to the Rev. Linda McCloud in 2009, that $17,142.96 be designated as a parsonage allowance within the meaning of that term as used in Section 107 of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986.

Reports from Grant Recipients.  Upon motion duly made and seconded, it was unanimously agreed to accept the reports from grant recipients:  St. Mark’s, Anaconda and All Saints, Whitefish.

Appointments to Ecclesiastical Trial Court.  Bishop Brookhart stated he has appointed the Rev. John Moran and Mr. Jim Hunt to the Ecclesiastical Trial Court, and both have accepted their appointments.  By motion duly made and seconded, Council members unanimously accepted the appointments.

Updated Reimbursement Policy.  The following Resolution was duly adopted by the Diocesan Council:

Whereas, income tax regulations 1.162-17 and 1.274-5T(f) provide that employees need not report on their tax return expenses paid or incurred by them solely for the benefit of their employer for which they are required to account and do account to their employer and which are charged directly or indirectly to the employer; and

Whereas, income tax regulation 1.274-5T(f) further provides that an adequate accounting means the submission to the employer of an account book, diary, statement of expense, or similar record maintained by the employee in which the information as to each element of expenditure (amount, date and place, business purpose, and business relationship) is recorded at or near the time of expenditure, together with supporting documentary evidence, in a manner which conforms to all the “adequate records” requirements set forth in the regulation; and

Whereas, the Diocesan Council desires to establish a reimbursement policy pursuant to the regulations mentioned above; be it therefore

Resolved, that the Diocesan Council hereby adopts an accountable reimbursement policy pursuant to income tax regulations 1.162-17 and 1.274-5T(f), upon the following terms and conditions:

 Adequate accounting for reimbursed expenses.  Any employee (as defined below) employed by the Diocese shall be reimbursed for any ordinary and necessary business and professional expenses incurred on behalf of the Diocese, if the following conditions are satisfied:  (1) the expenses are reasonable in amount; (2) the employee documents the amount, date, place, business purpose (and in the case of entertainment expenses, the business relationship of the person or persons entertained) of each such expense with the same kind of documentary evidence as would be required to support a deduction of the expense on the employee’s federal tax return; and (3) the employee substantiates such expenses by providing the Canon for Finance with an accounting of such expenses no less frequently than monthly (in no event will an expense be reimbursed if substantiated more than 60 days after the expense is paid or incurred by an employee).  Examples of reimbursable business expenses include local transportation, overnight travel (including lodging and meals), entertainment, books and subscriptions, education, vestments, and professional dues. Under no circumstances will the Diocese reimburse an employee for business or professional expenses incurred on behalf of the Diocese that are not properly substantiated according to this policy.  Diocesan staff understands that this requirement is necessary to prevent the Diocesan reimbursement plan from being classified as a non-accountable plan.
Excess reimbursements.  An Diocesan reimbursement that exceeds the amount of business or professional expenses properly accounted for by an employee pursuant to this policy must be returned to the Diocese within 120 days after the associated expenses are paid or incurred by the employee, and shall not be retained by the employee.
Reimbursements not funded out of salary reductions.  Reimbursements shall be paid out of Diocesan funds and not by reducing pay checks by the amount of business expenses reimbursements.
Cellular phone and personal computers.  The Diocese will not reimburse cellular phone or personal computer expenses of an employee who is treated as an employee for federal income tax reporting purposes, unless the employee’s use of a cellular phone or personal computer (each referred to below as “equipment”) meets the following two tests:
 Convenience of the employer.  Use of the equipment must be “for the convenience of the employer.”  This means that the employee cannot perform his or her job without the equipment.  The fact that the equipment enables an employee to perform his or her work more easily and efficiently is not enough.  Further, it must be demonstrated that computers and telephones available at the Diocesan Office are insufficient to enable the employee to properly perform his or her job.
Condition of employment.  Use of the equipment must be required as a “condition of employment.”  It is not necessary that the Diocese specifically requires the use of the equipment.  On the other hand, it is not enough that the Diocese merely states that the use of the equipment is a condition of employment.
 Tax reporting.  The Diocese will not include in an employee’s W-2 form that amount of any business or professional expense properly substantiated and reimbursed according to this policy, and the employee should not report the amount of any such reimbursement as income on Form 1040.
Retention of records.  All receipts and other documentary evidence used by an employee to substantiate business and professional expenses reimbursed under this policy will be retained by the Diocese.
Employees.  For purposes of this policy, the term “employee” shall include the following persons:  William Baumgarten, C. Franklin Brookhart, David Campbell, Maurice Champion-Garthe, Barbara Hagen, Linda McCloud, Jane Schmoetzer, Jane Smith, Julie Sisler, Roger Stone, John Toles and Todd Young.

Release of VIM-MO Grant Money.  Council previously approved a $1,500 VIM-MO Grant for a Church Planter.  Linda McCloud reports that to date; only $75 of the Grant money has been used.  Therefore, upon motion duly made and seconded, it was agreed to release $1,275 of this Grant money back to the VIM-MO account managed by the Diocese.  Additionally, $150 of this Grant money will be kept for the Church Planter for future expenses.

Lease of Chevrolet Trailblazer.  The lease of the Chevrolet Trailblazer used by the Bishop for Diocesan purposes will expire in April 2009.  Upon motion duly made and seconded, it was unanimously agreed to return the vehicle when the lease expires, obtain a loan from Mountain West Bank with the Bishop being the sole signor, and purchase a new vehicle for his use.  All Council members are requested to sign the loan authorization form for Mountain West Bank.

Camp Marshall Report.  Dave Campbell gave his report as Director of Camp Marshall.  Since 2006, three successful programs have been started at Camp:  Day Camp, Grace Camp, and Celebrate Camp Marshall Campaign.  Dave stated the recent cash donations received by the Camp will be used to pay expenses associated with the replacement of three drain fields on the Camp property, and the remodeling of the boy’s shower house.  Dave presented three newly designed brochures to promote Camp Marshall.

Report on Diocesan Investments.  It was decided to invite Dean Nelson, Investment Advisor with RBC Wealth Management, to attend Council’s April 2009 meeting.  Dean will give Council members an update/status report on the Diocesan investment portfolio which is managed by his company.

Upcoming Diocesan Council Meetings.  2009 Diocesan Council meetings are as follows.  All meetings will be held on Saturdays from 10 a.m. to 3 p.m. at St. Peter’s Cathedral in Helena.

April 18 (Linda McCloud, homilist), June 27 and November 14.

Presentation by Brandon Costley from RBC Wealth Management.  
Bishop Brookhart introduced Brandon Costley, Financial Consultant with RBC Wealth Management.  Brandon gave a performance summary of the investments contained in the Diocesan portfolio which is managed by RBC Wealth Management.  Overall, the Diocesan investments did not performed well in 2008 and thus far in 2009 due to the unstable economy and a turbulent stock market.  Financial analysts estimate March 9, 2009 was the low point for the stock market, and since that date, are seeing a slight up-turn in the market, which will hopefully continue.

Upon motion duly made and seconded, the Minutes of the January 31, 2009 meeting held via conference call were approved as written.
   
Financial Reports.   Diocesan Treasurer, Beth Baker presented the financial statements for the months of January, February and March, 2009.   Beth reported Diocesan finances are currently doing okay.  As a result of a sizable bequest received by St. James Church in Lewistown, St. James was able to pay all past due assessments due the Diocese, which in turn greatly helped the financial condition of the Diocese.  
Upon motion duly made and seconded, the financial reports for the months of January, February and March, 2009 were unanimously approved as printed. 

Annual Parish Audit Reports.    Beth Baker reported all but two Churches have submitted their 2007 Annual Parish Audit Reports to the Diocesan Office, which is very good.   Additionally, it was reported two Churches have already submitted their 2009 Annual Parish Audit Reports to the Diocesan Office. Beth reminded Council members the Diocese has an “audit team” that will come to any Church to assist them with completing their Annual Parish Audit Report.  

NEW BUSINESS

Purchase of Vehicle for Bishop’s Use.   On April 6, 2009, the lease expired on the Chevrolet Trailblazer which the Bishop was driving for Diocesan business.  The vehicle has been returned to the Lessor. 
Pursuant Council’s prior approval, the Diocese has purchased a 2008 Pontiac Torrent for the Bishop’s use.

Additional Funding for General Convention Deputies.   Bishop Brookhart stated the 2009 Diocesan Budget allocates $1,770.00 for each of the eight deputies to the upcoming General Convention.   As mentioned previously, the Bishop anticipates this will not be enough money to cover expenses incurred by each deputy.   Upon motion duly made and seconded, it was unanimously agreed to allocate an additional $10,000.00 to be used for expenses incurred by deputies to General Convention.  The deputies can request additional monies to cover General Convention expenses, with accountability by turning in receipts for such expenses to Diocesan Office.   Bishop Brookhart offered his thanks to the deputies going to General Convention this July in Anaheim, California.

Faber Fund Grant Application.    Roger Stone, Canon for Administration, presented a $6,000.00 Faber Fund Grant Application submitted by the Diocesan House.  Roger stated the money will be used to pay expenses of materials and labor associated with insulating the walls and ceilings of Diocesan House.  Roger said this past January water pipes froze and broke in the basement of Diocesan House due to no insulation in the walls.  Additionally, by doing the insulation work, the Diocese will be eligible to receive a rebate (amount undetermined) from Northwestern Energy.  The initial motion was amended to authorize the hiring of a professional painter to paint the walls of Diocesan House after the insulation work is complete.  Upon motion duly made and seconded, the $6,000.00 Faber Fund Grant Application submitted by Roger Stone on behalf of Diocesan House was approved.

Pastoral Mission to Guatemala.   Roger Stone announced he will return to Guatemala this coming October to do missionary work for one month.  Roger will teach English as a second language to students in La Esperanza (Spanish for The Hope).

OLD BUSINESS 

Minutes of April 18, 2009 Diocesan Council Meeting.  Upon motion duly made and seconded, the Minutes of the April 18, 2009 Diocesan Council meeting were approved as amended.
  
Financial Statements.   Canon for Finance, Barb Hagen; and Diocesan Treasurer, Beth Baker presented the financial statements for the months of April and May, 2009.  Barb stated most parishes are sending their assessments on a regular basis, with the exception of Great Falls, Laurel and Virginia City.   Upon motion duly made and seconded, the financial reports for the months of April and May, 2009 were unanimously approved as printed. 

Renovation Update - Diocesan House.   It was reported the electrical and insulation work at Diocesan House is now complete.  The painting continues; it is taking longer than anticipated, however, the painters are doing a very good job.  Diocesan staff anxiously awaits the completion of the renovation project.  
	
Annual Parish Audit Reports.    Barb Hagen reported all parishes have submitted their 2007 Annual Parish Audit Reports, with the exception of Glendive and Miles City.  Additionally, Diocesan Office has already received four or five Audit Reports for 2008.

Acceptance of Finance Department Minutes.   Upon motion duly made and seconded, Council members acknowledged receipt of the Minutes of the May 2009 Finance Department meeting.

NEW BUSINESS

2008 Diocesan Audit.   Barb Hagen announced the 2008 Diocesan Audit has been completed by the accounting firm of Galusha, Higgins and Galusha.  Copies of the final Diocesan Audit Report were distributed to all Council members.  Upon motion duly made and seconded, members of Diocesan Council unanimously approved the acceptance of the 2008 Diocesan Audit.

Finance Department Manuals and Forms.   Barb Hagen stated the Finance Department continues to make revisions to various Diocesan financial manuals and forms in an effort to make them more user-friendly.   Council members are agreeable to said revisions and acknowledge receipt of all revised manuals and forms.

St. Matthew’s - Glendive / Emmanuel Church - Miles City.   It was noted the church building - St. Matthew’s in Glendive, is in need of major repairs.  St. Matthews currently has only two active members.  A suggestion was made to sell the church building, with the proceeds from the sale be used to assist Emmanuel Church in Miles City.  Emmanuel Church is currently without a priest; however, Linda McCloud conducts services there on a limited basis - once or twice a month.

2010 Diocesan Budget.   On behalf of the Finance Department, Beth Baker and Barb Hagen presented the proposed 2010 Diocesan Operating Budget which is compiled by the Finance Department.  Copies of funding requests from all Diocesan committees were also presented.  The 2010 Diocesan Budget now consists of three parts: Administration, Program and Camp Marshall.  The 2010 budget no longer contains a portion for Assisted Congregations as in prior years, because the “Five Year Plan for Assisted Congregations” expires at the end of 2009.   Beth stated most funding requests were granted, with the assessment percentage remaining at 18.5%.   Additionally, the proposed 2010 Budget is much smaller than prior years, and there will be no draw from the Diocesan Investment Accounts.  The 2010 Budget includes a 3% raise for Diocesan staff members, and the assessment to the National Church will increase from 2% in 2009 to 10% in 2010.

Upon motion duly made and seconded, it was agreed to revise the proposed 2010 Diocesan Budget by adding $3,000.00 to Line 32: “Workshops”, and by adding $3,000.00 to Line 52: “Administrative Staff Travel.”  To off-set these additional expenses, $6,000.00 will be added to Line 20: “Interest and Dividends.” 

Upon motion duly made and seconded, the 2010 Diocesan Operating Budget was unanimously approved as amended.
   
Faber Fund Grant / Loan Application.  Upon motion duly made and seconded, Council members agreed with the recommendation of the Finance Department and unanimously agreed to approve the Faber Fund Application of St. Paul’s Church in Hamilton.  St. Paul’s requested a grant in the amount of $10,000.00, and a $40,000.00 loan to be repaid over seven years, quarterly payments, no interest.  The money will be used to repair/re-side the exterior walls, lead containment and repaint the exterior siding of the 112 year old Church.   Jean Collins abstained from voting on this motion.

VIM-MO Grant Application.    Council considered a Venture In Mission - Mission Opportunity (VIM-MO) Grant Application submitted by The Rev. Jane Shipp, Rector of Saint James Church in Dillon.  Saint James’ Wood Bank Ministry provides firewood to area people in need.  The Wood Bank’s leader, Harry Neeley, requests $4,000.00 for supplemental funding to repair a pickup truck and purchase a chain saw. 
Upon motion duly made and seconded, it was unanimously agreed to approve the $4,000.00 Grant Application. 

Diocesan Native American Ministry Fund.  Council next considered a request from Canon Joe Scheeler, who is working to explore the possibility of combining Native American Ministry and worship in an Episcopal context at Camp Marshall this summer.  Joe requests $6,500.00 from the Native American Ministry Fund to purchase a Ceremonial Lodge (tipi) which will be erected at Camp Marshall.  The requested funds will also be used to purchase other liturgical supplies (i.e., Pow-wow drum and hand drums) in order to have Togendowagan Services at Camp Marshall.  Upon motion duly made and seconded, Canon Scheeler’s request for $6,500.00 was approved by a majority vote of Council members. 

Thanks to Outgoing Council Members.  Bishop Brookhart announced in September, Elton Smith, Donna Gleaves, Jean Collins and Jerry Asleson will complete their terms on Diocesan Council.  Bishop Brookhart thanked Elton, Donna, Jean and Jerry for their work during the past three years and their commitment to the Diocese.

Upcoming Diocesan Council Meeting.   Saturday, November 14, 2009 was selected for the date of the next Diocesan Council meeting.  The meeting will be held at St. Peter’s Cathedral, commencing at 10 a.m. and concluding at 3 p.m.  Jane Schmoetzer will preach at the Eucharist service which will follow the meeting.

OLD BUSINESS 

Minutes of June 27, 2009 Diocesan Council Meeting.  Upon motion duly made and seconded, the Minutes of the June 27, 2009 Diocesan Council meeting were approved as written.
   
Financial Reports.  Canon for Finance Barb Hagen, and Diocesan Treasurer Beth Baker presented the financial statements for the months of June, July, August, September and October 2009.   Barb reported Diocesan investments are increasing in value as a result of the stock market’s improved performance.  Further, most churches are making timely assessment payments to the Diocese.  Upon motion duly made and seconded, the financial reports for the months of June, July, August, September and October, 2009 were unanimously approved as printed. 

Annual Parish Audit Reports.  Bishop Brookhart reported 31 Annual Parish Audit Reports have been received on time, and 38 received so far this year, which is very good.  Only four parishes have not yet submitted their Audit Report to the Diocese.  Barb Hagen has been in contact with these four congregations to remind them of this annual requirement.

Acceptance of Finance Department Minutes.  Upon motion duly made and seconded, Council members acknowledged receipt of the Minutes of the May and September 2009 Finance Department conference call.

Renovation Update - Diocesan House.  All renovation work to Diocesan House has been completed.  Barb Hagen stated the painter has done a good job, but has yet to return the key and submit his bill (estimated to be approx. $7,000) to the Diocese.  In an attempt to resolve this issue, Barb Hagen has requested the advice of the Diocesan Chancellor.   




NEW BUSINESS

VIM-MO Grant Applications.  Council considered several Venture in Mission - Mission Opportunity (VIM-MO) Grant Applications.  Bishop Brookhart stated during the past three or four years, the Diocese has distributed more than $1,000,000 from investments to more than 20 parishes.  As a result, there is currently $117 available to spend in the VIM-MO account.  

Council reviewed two VIM-MO Grant applications, both to cover the salary of their priest and pay operating expenses of the churches.  One application was submitted by the Rev. Jane Smith on behalf of St. James Church in Lewistown in the amount of $33,970, and the other application was submitted by the Rev. Todd Young on behalf of the Ruby Valley Episcopal Churches consisting of Christ Church in Sheridan and St. Paul’s Church in Virginia City in the amount of $30,623.   Barb Hagen and Beth Baker suggested that Council un-designate enough monies from the Faber Fund for one year thereby allowing Council to approve these two VIM-MO Grant applications.  Upon motion duly made and seconded, it was unanimously agreed to un-designate $64,593 from the Faber Fund for one year.  Therefore, with monies now available, upon motion duly made and seconded, the grant applications from St. James Lewistown for $33,970.00 and from the Ruby Valley Episcopal Churches of Christ Church Sheridan and St. Paul’s Virginia City for $30,632 were both unanimously approved.

Council reviewed a VIM-MO Grant application submitted by the Rev. John Toles on behalf of the Pintler Cluster (St. Mark’s Anaconda, St. James’ Deer Lodge and St. Andrew’s Philipsburg) in the amount of $9,600 to pay the salary of a Youth Pastor for “Crossroads,” an after-school program.  As mentioned previously, there is not enough money in the VIM-MO account, therefore, it was suggested the $9,600 be disbursed from the Vickers’ Fund.  Upon motion duly made and seconded, the $9,600 grant application from the Pintler Cluster was unanimously approved. 

Request for Assessment Abatement.   On behalf of the Pintler Cluster (St. Mark’s Anaconda, St. James’ Deer Lodge and St. Andrew’s Philipsburg), the Rev. John Toles presented a plan whereby the Pintler Cluster will raise $70,000 to be held in a common account and used for operating expenses for the three missions.  John requests the Diocese waive the 18.5% assessment on this $70,000 which amounts to $12,950 thereby allowing the missions to focus on ministry not financial concerns.  Upon motion duly made and seconded, the assessment abatement request (18.5% of $70,000) was unanimously approved. 

Faber Fund Grant and Loan Applications.  Council considered two Faber Fund Applications, the first submitted by the Rev. David Gunderson on behalf of St. John’s in Emigrant.  St. John’s requests $30,000 to be used to finish the expansion of the parish facility, replace the existing roof, and repair the steeple of the Church.  Upon motion duly made and seconded, it was unanimously agreed to approve the application by granting St. John’s $10,000 with the balance of $20,000 to be an interest free loan, repayable in quarterly payments over five years.  

The second Faber Fund application reviewed by Council was submitted by Ann Andrew, Sr. Warden of St. Luke’s Church in Libby.  St. Luke’s requests $12,900 to pay expenses associated with replacing the boiler in the church.  Upon motion duly made and seconded, it was unanimously agreed to approve the application by granting St. Luke’s $10,000 with the balance of $2,900 to be an interest free loan, repayable in quarterly payments over three years. 

Incorporation of Foundation Board.  Bishop Brookhart announced that with the assistance of the Diocesan Chancellor, the Episcopal Diocese of Montana Foundation has been incorporated in the state of Montana.

Housing Resolutions.  Upon motion duly made and seconded, the following housing resolutions were unanimously approved: 

The Diocesan Council on November 14, 2009, after discussing the amount to be paid to the Rt. Rev. C. Franklin Brookhart, as a parsonage allowance, on motion duly made and seconded, adopted the following resolution:

Whereas, the Rt. Rev. C. Franklin Brookhart is employed as a minister of the Episcopal Diocese of Montana, which does not provide a residence for him, the Council resolves that of the total compensation of $115,848 to be paid to the Rt. Rev. C. Franklin Brookhart in 2010, that $33,099 be designated as a parsonage allowance within the meaning of that term as used in Section 107 of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986.

 The Diocesan Council on November 14, 2009, after discussing the amount to be paid to the Rev. Maurice Champion-Garthe, as a parsonage allowance, on motion duly made and seconded, adopted the following resolution:

Whereas, the Rev. Maurice Champion-Garthe is employed as a minister of the Episcopal Diocese of Montana, which does not provide a residence for him, the Council resolves that of the total compensation of $57,053 to be paid to the Rev. Maurice Champion-Garthe in 2010, that $28,800 be designated as a parsonage allowance within the meaning of that term as used in Section 107 of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986.
	
 The Diocesan Council, via email poll prior to its November 14, 2009 meeting, after discussing the amount to be paid to the Rev. Linda McCloud as a parsonage allowance, on motion duly made and seconded, adopted the following resolutions:

Whereas, the Rev. Linda McCloud is employed as a minister of the Gospel of Holy Cross Episcopal Church, Billings, Diocese of Montana, which does not provide a residence for her, the Council resolves that of the total compensation of $61,200 to be paid to the Rev. Linda McCloud in 2009, that $17,714 be designated as a parsonage allowance within the meaning of that term as used in Section 107 of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986.

Whereas, the Rev. Linda McCloud is employed as a minister of the Gospel of Holy Cross Episcopal Church, Billings which does not provide a residence for her, the Council resolves that of the total compensation of $61,200 to be paid to the Linda McCloud in 2010, that $24,000 be designated as a parsonage allowance within the meaning of that term as used in Section 107 of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986.
 
Election of Vice President.  The Rev. Jane Schmoetzer was the sole nominee for Vice President of Diocesan Council.  Upon motion duly made and seconded, the nominations were closed and Jane Schmoetzer was unanimously elected as Vice President to serve until Diocesan Convention in October 2010.

Resignation of the Rev. Karen Hall.  Bishop Brookhart announced he has received the resignation of Council member, Karen Hall.  Bishop Brookhart stated this vacated cleric seat on Council will remain vacant until elections at next year’s Diocesan Convention, unless a nomination is received for this cleric position.

Cell Phones for David Campbell and Julie Sisler.  Upon motion duly made and seconded, it was unanimously agreed to revise the reimbursement policy for cell phone usage for David Campbell, Camp Marshall/Youth Director, and for Julie Sisler, Camp Marshall Site Manager.  The Diocese will no longer provide cell phones for David and Julie.  Instead David and Julie will obtain their own phones, and the Diocese will increase their respective salaries as a means to reimburse David and Julie for charges on their cell phones associated with Diocesan matters.  The salary of David Campbell will be increased $80 per month, and the salary of Julie Sisler will be increased $40 per month.        

Final Status Report from Grant Recipient.  The Diocesan Office has received the Final Grant Report from All Saints Church in Columbia Falls.  A couple of years ago, All Saints Church received a grant from the Diocese to pay expenses associated with their Sunday School and Youth Group.  Pursuant the requirements of the grant, all recipients must submit a Final Report to the Diocese, which All Saints has done.

The  Diocesan  Foundation  Board  meets  quarterly  with  Dean  Nelson  from  RBC  Wealth  Management.   The purpose of the board is to review the investment reports, set the investment policy statement and   receive new investment funds. With Dean’s advice we make and receive recommendations for the handling of our investments.  We have seen a great deal of growth in our funds in 2009, but the funds are still recovering.
