CAMP MARSHALL RENTAL POLICY

POLICIES AND PROCEDURES:  You acknowledge receipt of Camp Marshall Policies and Procedures and represent that you will familiarize and inform all of those persons who will participate in your event of the contents of those policies and procedures.  All persons participating in your event agree to fully abide by those policies and procedures and all rules or regulations contained therein.  You agree that the violation of any policy, procedure, rule or regulation may result in the immediate expulsion of the group or any individual member thereof at the sole discretion of the Site Manager and you further agree to indemnify and hold harmless Camp Marshall and the Diocese of Montana from any and all claims or demands related thereto.

DEPOSIT AND PAYMENT:   The amount of the deposit will be credited against the total costs associated with your camp/conference or event and will be reflected on the statement.

Camp Marshall will send an account statement to you within two weeks following your departure.  The balance is due and payable upon your receipt of the statement.  If payment is not received by the Camp within 14 days of the date of the account statement, a finance charge in the amount of 1.5% per month will be added to all past due amounts.  In the event that your account is placed for collection, you agree to pay all costs of collection, including a reasonable attorney fee.

CANCELLATION AND GUARANTEED MINIMUM:  In the event that you must cancel your reservation within four months of the contracted dates, Camp Marshall will attempt to schedule another group for the dates that you have reserved.  If the Camp is able to book a group for all or part of the dates that you have reserved, all or part of your deposit will be refunded in an amount such that the Camp realizes no economic loss from your cancellation.  If you cancel your reservation within 30 days and no other group books Camp during the dates you had reserved you agree to pay 50% of the estimated projected agreement as a GUARANTEED MINIMUM.  
Camp Marshall may terminate this Agreement without any liability upon ten days prior written notice to User either without cause or upon a determination by Camp Marshall in its sole and exclusive judgment, that the requirements of the State Fire Marshal, the Department of Public Health and Safety or any statute, rule or regulation of any federal, state, or local body, imposes undue requirements or hardship on Camp Marshall.

CONFIRMATION OF EVENT:  You must contact the Camp one week prior to the beginning of your scheduled event to confirm the final number of participants or guests. 
ORIENTATION: Upon your arrival, a walk-through inspection of the facilities will be made with the Site Manager or designated leader.  At that time the Site manager will provide any necessary information and keys necessary to use the Camp.  

There will be no motor vehicles, automobiles, buses, motorcycles, trucks, or RVs parked on or over grassy areas or outside of designated parking areas without the permission of the site manager.  This is to prevent damage to underground pipes and electrical.

Prior to your departure, you will be given an opportunity to conduct a walk-through inspection of the premises with a Camp representative. 

USE OF PREMISES - During the term of this Agreement, the User shall use Camp Marshall for conducting a program of its own design and shall comply with all applicable laws, codes and regulations.  Briefly describe the nature of your group’s intended use of the Camp facilities:

All facilities on lakefront property and the sports field, will be available to groups using the camp, including buildings, waterfront, kitchen facilities and equipment, dishes and washer and dryer.  Groups wishing to use Flathead Lake are responsible for their own waterfront equipment (i.e. boats).  

The User will provide all necessary bed linens unless specified otherwise.

QUIET TIME: The hours of 10 p.m. through 8 a.m. are quiet hours.  

STEWARDSHIP:  Care is to be taken to avoid excessive use of natural resources, including water, propane, electricity, and firewood.  User groups should plan on leaving the facility and grounds as clean, or cleaner than you found them.  A cleaning checklist is enclosed

Cleaning equipment and supplies such as brooms, dustpans, mops, vacuum, dish soap, bathroom tissue, paper towels, and garbage bags will be provided by Camp Marshall.

RESTRICTIONS:  The Camp prohibits hunting, fireworks, firearms, ammunition, and explosives. The use of gasoline, flammables, poisonous substances and hand and power tools are restricted. 
The use of any recreational drugs are against the law and prohibited anywhere in the Camp.

NO SMOKING inside in any building at Camp Marshall.  Groups that need smoking areas must have a written agreement with the Site Manager specifying designated smoking areas.
All furnishings shall remain within the building where placed by the Camp Marshall Staff unless removal is approved in advance by the director or senior staff person on duty.


Alcohol:  Camp Marshall observes the Diocesan liquor policy.  Equal amounts of non-alcohol beverages will be offered any time alcohol beverages are offered.  In addition, only those of legal age may consume alcoholic beverages.  It is our expectation that alcohol will be consumed in moderation.  

Pets not owned by permanent residents, Camp Director, Site Manager or the Bishop of Montana are not allowed.

Camp fires are permitted only at the camp fire area provided there are no burning restrictions.
User groups are permitted to use only the facilities and services stipulated in the User Agreement.

Waterfront area: No one shall enter the waterfront area unless a qualified lifeguard, approved by the Camp, is supervising the waterfront area.  Swimming or boating is at the User group’s own risk. 
The Challenge Course is strictly off limits (unless the User group is accompanied by facilitators approved by the Camp). 
Health and Safety:  The Camp does not provide medical supervision, treatment, first aid supplies, maintenance, dispensing of medications or emergency transportation for User groups. These responsibilities belong to the User. User agrees to furnish a qualified adult to provide basic health supervision. A qualified adult is at least 21 years of age and possesses at least a certificate of training in principles of first aid and CPR. User must bring own first aid supplies and equipment.  User’s contact person shall bring and have available a current list of participants that includes: name, addresses, emergency contact information, known allergies, or health conditions. For each participant under the age of 18, and not accompanied by his/her parent or guardian, a signed form granting permission to seek emergency treatment. User agrees to furnish at least one counselor, age 18 years or older, who is trained in the principles of first aid, for each ten campers under 16 years of age. Emergency transportation is available through local emergency response groups by dialing 911.  User agrees to furnish non-emergency transportation.  Upon arrival to the Camp, a Camp staff member will give the User group a brief orientation regarding the Camp’s safety regulations and emergency procedures.

YOUTH:  All youth groups must be accompanied at all times by responsible adult chaperones.  For every six minors, there must be one adult chaperone.  You understand that certain activities in which the youth or minors may participate at the facilities may involve certain inherent risks of injury.  You agree to assume full responsibility for any injuries or damages sustained by any such youth or minor or caused by any such youth or minor and agree to indemnify and hold harmless Camp Marshall the Diocese of Montana their agents and employees from any and all liability associated therewith, including all costs, judgments and attorneys fees.

PHYSICAL DAMAGE:  In the event of any physical damage or loss to the facilities, you agree to pay the costs of repair or replacement.  The amount will be added to your statement.

Camp Marshall reserves the right to change its rates at any time it deems necessary.

Please use care in the interests of safety and for the general good of the camp.
